Areas of coverage, angles, attitude, accountability, accelerated pace

B
Body language (including facial expression), balance, both ends of the court

C
Communication with partners, players, coaches, curl play, consistency, center        official, crew, close down, common sense, court awaremess

D
Dead ball officiating, dress, displacement, double whistle

E
Eye contact, effort, evaluate the play, elbows on screens. Ego – leave it in the car!

F
Freedom of movement, fairness, facial hair

G
Game management, going in the tank (referee the whole game)

H
Hustle, honesty, help calls

I
Intensity, integrity, intentional fouls, interaction with players and coaches

J
Judgment (Can it be taught?), jump stop

K
Knowledge of rules and mechanics, kicked ball, know the situation (score, time, possession, team fouls, shot clock)

L
Last second shot, lead official, loose balls. listen to learn

M
Match ups in your primary, mirror signals, move to improve position

N
Non-calling officials stay focused, help with Numbers

O
Off ball coverage, out of bounds calls

P
Press coverage, post play, patient whistle, primary area, position, perception, partnership. pre-game, post-game, point of interruption, posture, pinch the paint

Q
Quality vs. quantity of calls

R
Rules, rotations, rebounding, re-routing the cutter, referee the defense, referee tall

S
Similar plays deserve similar calls, stay with shooter, shot clock, sequencing/cataloging calls, secondary coverage

T
Time management, traveling, trail official, team fouls, technical foul, trust your partners, tableside mechanics

U
Understand game situations, UGLY is not a foul or violation

V
Vision, verticality, violations, verify # of free throws

W
Wisdom, willingness to do your best, wide angle

X
X-tra effort (It never hurt anyone)

Y
“Y” are you on the court?  Every game is important to someone

ZEBRA – When you put on the stripes the games and your partners deserve your very best effort
